Cursillo Movement 
Sponsors Information Sheet 
Before making the decision to sponsor a candidate to Cursillo, please be aware of the following: 

The Purpose of the Movement 
To let all people know that God loves them 

�  To further transform our lives to Christ 
�  To be active in our environment, by our example of a life lived in God’s grace. 
�  To transform our environments to Christ 

Criteria for Sponsors. 
�  Sponsors must know the purpose of the movement. School of Leaders is one way to learn the 
method of the movement. 
�  Sponsors should do Palanca before and during the Cursillo.  
�  Sponsors should attend the closing. 
�  Sponsors must be familiar with Post-Cursillo and assure that the candidate attends Ultreya ,School 
of leaders and joins a group reunion. 

Points to Consider When Selecting a Candidate 
�  Is the candidate a mature person? 
�  Has he /she the ability to become a leader and change his / her environment to Christ? 
�  Is he / she capable of capturing the message of Cursillo? 
�  Is he / she able to live the Fourth Day (Ultreya , Group Reunion and School of Leaders?) 
�  Is your candidate healthy both emotionally and physically? 
�  Does your candidate have the ability and desire to take part in the sacrament of reconciliation? 
�  In the case of a married couple, try to invite both partners. 
�  In prayer ask God to assist you in your choice of candidate.  Speak to God about your Candidate 
before speaking to your candidate about Cursillo. 
�  The Pre-Cursillo committee confirms acceptance of all candidates. 

Preparation of the Candidate 
�  Inform you candidate that Cursillo is a three-day course in Christianity and it is best 
appreciated by those who have a Catholic background. It provides them the opportunity to renew their 
relationship with God. 
�  Inform the candidate that they will be asked to share the cost of the weekend ($70). 
�  Inform the candidate that he / she will receive a reply. 
�  Inform your candidate that he / she will be assisted in the Post-Cursillo by the Ultreya, School of 
leaders and Group Reunion.
